countable and uncountable nouns

use modal verb forms to talk about such functions as ability, possibility, certainty,
and mild and strong obligation

connect sentences using a range of conjunctions and other connecting words

identify transitive and intransitive verbs forms, and be accurate when following
one verb form with another, which will be in the gerund or infinitive form

use articles correctly

use the correct word order to form affirmative, negative and interrogative
sentences

Vocabulary

By the end of the course students will have learnt approximately 800 lexical items, including
nouns, verbs and adjectives, commonly used phrasal verbs and lexical sets.
